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The Satellite Campus of the College of Continuing Education, Marine Corps University is the focal point, at the local level, for Professional Military Education Distance Education Programs (DEP), formerly referred to as nonresident programs.  There are eight Satellite Campuses throughout the Marine Corps:  MCB Camp Pendleton, MCAS Miramar, MCB Hawaii, MCB Okinawa, MCB Lejeune, NAS Pensacola, MCB Quantico and Marine Forces Reserves at Quantico.  The Regional Coordinator at each Satellite Campus organizes the local programs and provides a physical presence to assist students in completing their courses.  The Regional Coordinator here at Camp Pendleton is Mr. Jeffrey Willis, a retired Marine Lieutenant Colonel.  The office of the Satellite Campus is in building 22181 and the number is 725-8400.  The focus of the Satellite Campus is currently the Command and Staff College Distance Education Program (C&SC DEP) and the Amphibious Warfare School Distance Education Program (AWS DEP).  The Regional Coordinators have a variety of programs available to support the DEP Students to include: Adjunct Faculty-led seminars, Volunteer-led seminars and Deployed Unit Programs.

COMMAND AND STAFF COLLEGE DISTANCE EDUCATION PROGRAM

Majors are required to enroll in the C&SC DEP upon selection and must complete the C&SC DEP or an equivalent Intermediate Level School.  If the student completes another service ILS School/Program, the student is required to complete 8845 (8804 and 8805).  The overall C&SC DEP Program is divided into nine courses.  The C&SC DEP seminar-based programs are designed to lead to course completion in two years.  The first year is designed to cover 8801, 8802, and 8803.  The second year program begins with 8804 and finishes with 8809.  Both seminars run on an academic year October to June.

AMPHIBIOUS WARFARE SCHOOL DISTANCE EDUCATION PROGRAM (AWS DEP)

The AWSDEP is divided into two phases.  Captains are required to enroll in Phase I upon selection and must complete Phase I (8510) and Phase II (8600) unless they complete a Phase II equivalent Career Level School or Resident AWS.  Lieutenants are no longer required to complete the Warfighting PME (7400) and are encouraged to take AWS Phase I (8510).  Support for AWS students includes Adjunct Faculty-led seminars for both Phase I of AWS DEP (8511-8513) and for Phase II of AWS DEP (8601-8604).

Adjunct Faculty-led seminars.  Adjunct Faculty-led seminars, based upon 8-18 students each, will meet once a week for 2-3 hours at times, dates and locations determined by students availability. The Adjunct Faculty will be senior military officers or civilian professors hired to facilitate the discussions of the seminar.  This program provides the closet possible learning environment next to attending the resident schools.  The specific subject for each week will be the same throughout the Marine Corps.  This allows students to continue to participate in a

seminar while TAD to another Marine Corp activity and allows a smooth transition for PCS and UDP movement from one site to another.

Volunteer-led Seminar.  In locations other than Camp Pendleton (i.e. MCLB Barstow, MC MWTC-Bridgeport) where there may be less than 8 students participating, one of the students or a previous graduate of Command and Staff College will be recruited as a volunteer to lead the seminar.

Mentors.  Individual students can coordinate with the Regional Coordinator or an officer in their command to mentor them while they work through the course.  Recent graduates of AWS are encouraged to volunteer to be a Mentor.

Deployed Unit Programs.  Students can also participate in a seminar while on deployment. The Marine Corps University Satellite Campus office at Camp Pendleton can provide assistance with course administration including: student enrollment, grade submission, and maintenance of student records.  Additionally, the Regional Coordinator can assist instructors with recommended course schedules and instructor materials.  Instructors are responsible for establishing a seminar schedule according to operational tempo and student availability.  Deploying units should contact the Regional Coordinator approximately 6 months prior to deployment.

CAMP PENDLETON REGIONAL COORDINATOR
