FIRST SERGEANT JAMES R. GREEN

First Sergeant Green was born in Townsend, Georgia on 12 January 1963.  He enlisted in the Marine Corps on 16 May 1981 and attended recruit training at Marine Corps Recruit Depot, Parris Island, SC. In February 1998, he was assigned to the 1st Marine Expeditionary Forces as the G-3 Air Chief.

From May 2000 to July 2003, First Sergeant Green served as the Alpha and Bravo Company First Sergeant, 1st Battalion, 5th Marines, 1st Marine Division.  During this assignment, he was forward deployed and participated in Operation Iraqi Freedom and Operation Enduring Freedom.

First Sergeant Green assumed his current post as the Marine Combat Training Battalion Sergeant Major, School of Infantry Command, Camp Pendleton, CA.
